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UPDATE TO MALTING BARLEY APPROVED LISTS: HARVEST 2010

The Malting Barley Committee has held its Spring 2010 meeting to discuss the progress of new varieties within the testing system.  With the increased requirement for grain distilling malt it is necessary to identify barleys which are recommended for the different distilling purposes and this is clearly shown in the table below.  The outcome was the promotion of Concerto to Full Approval for brewing and malt distilling use, the promotion of Forensic to Provisional Approval 2 for malt and grain distilling use, and the promotion of Purdey, Winsome and Propino to Provisional Approval 1 for brewing use.  There were no removals from the Approved list though Cocktail had been removed after the Autumn 2009 meeting.
